US 1 History

Course Syllabus

Course Description
Welcome to what promises to be great school year.  I am greatly looking forward to a successful year of learning, growth, and empowerment.  The goal of this class is for all students to have an open knowledge of significant global events that, in some way, had an impact on our present world.  The US 1 History class is a broad survey of events, people, and places that have significantly influenced human development in the United States for the past several centuries.  Students can be expected to expose themselves to various culture and ethnic groups, analyze political and economic philosophies, examine primary and secondary sources concerning various time periods, and view many places in the United States that hosted many historical moments.  The course relies heavily on the following skills: reading, writing, listening, speaking, and critical thinking.  Assignments will feature different aspects of the skills listed on a constant basis.  Students can expect to be guided and assessed in the successful implementation of such skills.

US 1 History is a full year course that is in full compliance with the Common Core State Standards and use resources, which include AVID strategies, among other strategies and resources.

The remainder of this document contains important information regarding the course.  You will find the following information: a behavioral policy, an academic supply list, and an overview of the academic expectations.  Below is a list of the units of study that this US 1 History course encompasses.  Each unit is comprised of two parts and is approximately nine weeks long.

Unit 1 – Pre American Independence/American Revolution 

Unit 2 – Constitution/Westward Expansion
Unit 3 – War of 1812/Jacksonian Era
Unit 4 – Pre Civil War/ Civil War
Behavioral and Discipline Policy

ALL students are expected to follow the rules of The Center School and are accountable for all rules on school premises. Within the classroom, students must also adhere to the following rules:

If there is a problem concerning the completion of assignments (computer failure, lack of available resources, etc.) a note from a parent or guardian must be shown.  Otherwise, late assignments will lose a grade value each day it is late.  Students who were absent on the day of the assignments were given will be given an additional day to make up the missing assignment.  It is the responsibility of the student to find out what assignments he/she missed while absent.  Students who were absent or have misplaced assignments can find information and additional worksheets on the topic being covered on the teacher’s website and/or in the absent/when I‘m done crate.  Also, other important messages and homework assignments can be found on the teacher’s website.  Assessments will be announced at least 2 scheduled classes ahead to give students ample time to study.
